Our cookies
We use or may use the following cookies:
Strictly necessary cookies:

These are cookies that are required for the operation of our website. They include, for
example, cookies that enable you to log into secure areas of our website, such as the
Client Login, our Demo Account Page or on our Research Centre.

Analytical/performance cookies:

These allow us to recognize and count the number of visitors, see how visitors move
around our website when they are using it and estimate and report our total audience
size and traffic. This help would help us to improve the way our website works, e.g., by
ensuring that users are finding what they are looking for easily. All information about how
you used our website is collected anonymously.

Functionality cookies:

These are used to recognize you when you return to our website, when completing online
forms and logging in to the site. This would enable us to personalize our content for you
and remember your search preferences.

Session Cookie:

These are used where you log in to an application and it remembers that you are logged
in as you navigate the website, e.g. where you apply online for an account with Leap
Capital Markets . When you close the browser the cookie is deleted, as a result when
visiting the website again you would need to log in again.

Third parties

Please note that third parties (including, for example, executing brokers or providers of
external services like web traffic analysis services) may also use cookies, over which we
have no control.

When we include links to other websites, please bear in mind they will have their own
privacy and cookie policies that will vern the use of any information you submit.
